SAT., APRIL 28, Family Arbor Day Nature Scavenger Hunt at Pilot Knob Ridge Preserve, Fort 
Ann, 10:00 a.m. – noon.  Celebrate Arbor Day with this fun nature scavenger hunt geared 
towards families with young kids (up to 6th grade).  We’ ll search the woods along the preserve’s 
trails for unique tree characteristics, then enjoy a tasty tree snack and group activity before 
heading back. 
  
SAT., MAY 12, Vernal Pools Exploration for Families, meet at the LGLC office in Bolton 
Landing, 9:00 a.m. – noon.  May is American Wetlands Month!  Join LGLC Executive Director 
Nancy Williams on a discovery of some of the most important types of wetlands—vernal pools.  
We’ ll begin with a brief slideshow of creatures that live in and depend on vernal pools, then 
we’ ll drive to a nearby site for a hands-on exploration. 
 
THU., MAY 17, *Lake George Birds: Native and Migrating Species, at the Lake George 
Association office, Lake George, 7:00 p.m.  Join Joan Robertson, local naturalist and birder, to 
learn about birds that can be found in the Lake George area from the early spring when they 
return north until the fall when they leave, as well as a few that stick around all year.  Learn 
where to go to see these birds around Lake George and what to listen for. 
 
SAT., MAY 19, Spring Migration Birding Hike at Cat and Thomas Mountains Preserve, Bolton, 
8:30 a.m. – noon.  Join Audubon Society member Joan Robertson on this exciting birdwatching 
outing.  This preserve has many habitats suitable for a variety of birds and promises to please all 
birders and nature lovers.  Binoculars and insect repellent are recommended.

George, 7:00 p.m.  Sit back and enjoy a slideshow of beautiful and delicate spring wildflowers as  
seen through the camera lens of Larry and Maryde King during years of backwoods explorations. 
Many pictures included in the show were taken on Tongue Mountain, and include native plants 
of the woodlands, bogs, and marshes.  The Kings will share their knowledge of native 
Adirondack wildflowers as well as tales of their adventures in search of the plants.
