grant from the Open Space Institute (OSI), the purchase was funded by the Helen V.
Froehlich Foundation and the support of private donors.

LGLC is very grateful for the many people who have helped us make this
purchase possible. We cannot thank them enough. But our generous donors
also hope that others will join them by sending LGLC a donation that reflects
the importance of this land to Lake George and perhaps also, specifically, to
each donor’s property.

LGLC plans to build a trail system that will be open to the public year-round, from
dawn to dusk. The main trail will run along the land’s upper ridges from Warrick
Road to a shoreline overlook south of Pam’s Point. Another path to Sucker Brook
wetlands and a boardwalk with interpretive signage will enhance the educational value
of the trail system. We also hope to build a trail that will connect to LGLC’s existing
Gull Bay Preserve and its active great blue heron rookery, just south of the new

property.

The property is full of hidden gems, waiting to be explored. During a recent hike by
staff an exposed ledge above the wetlands was found to have a great view of the Green
Mountains and Ticonderoga, providing a perfect place for families to view the
glorious foliage displays in the fall from this high and far reaching vista.

The Jumping Rock parcel will be open via boat from the water and open by land for
pre-arranged educational trail programs from Warrick Road. Schools will be encour-
aged to call LGLC for guided tours by our naturists. LGLC is working on an ecologi-
cal management plan for the 20-acre parcel and expects to use the management of
Dome Island as the inspiration to manage the protection of this undeveloped
shoreline.
